NYC Department of Education 2009 - 2010 Citywide Publication Design Competition

Things to remember:
· You must design the front and back of the catalogue.  The front and back designs must each be 8 ½” x 11” in portrait orientation. Wraparound designs are permitted but students will not be designing the spine of the book. 
· Designs must demonstrate awareness of the intended citywide audience of students and parents.

· No text. The design must include an open space or framed area for text, but do not incorporate text into the design. Submit final designs without text. In other words, don't use any hand lettering or concepts in which the text and image are intertwined. This is because the cover will be reproduced in several languages and may be used in a number of different applications (supplemental publications, postcards, etc. Titles of the publication will be added at a later date by the NYCDOE to the winning designs. Past catalogues have used the title “Directory of the New York City Public High Schools.”

· Submissions can be sent digitally (jpeg or pdf only) or in print.  If submitting in print, do not submit original artwork but retain your original design should it be selected as a finalist.
· Submission deadline is Friday, February 13, 2009.

The Department of Education prefers designs that:

· contain school-based imagery

· work for all ethnicities and genders

· work for all boroughs

· can be reproduced in different sizes and colors

The Department of Education also strongly discourages the cliché use of the following imagery:

· transportation (taxis, subways, etc.)

· apples

· Statues of Liberty

· sharp objects

· bridges

· text only images

· Manhattan-centric images (Times Square, Central Park, etc.)

· faces
